Cornered Falcon, Reg Saner

A Murder, a Memoir
dinah lenney

Nelson Gross led an 
outsized life—one in 
which he played many 
roles: father, brother, 
husband, politician, 
entrepreneur. When 
he was killed by a 
couple of teenagers in a 
botched abduction and 
robbery, the murder 
shook his family in 
predictable and terrible 
ways. For his daughter, 

Dinah Lenney, parent of her own young children, 
the loss sparked a self-reckoning that led to this 
book, which is both a meditation on grief and a 
coming-of-age story. By turns funny and sad, frus-
trating and fulfilling, her candid memoir conducts 
readers through marriage and divorce, blended and 
broken families—and, finally, the kinds of conflict 
that infect the best of us under even the best of 
circumstances.
  In the end, Lenney leaves us with the sense that 
in spite of extraordinary events—as with most fami-
lies—it is mutual forgiveness and love that lead us 
to empathy, acceptance, and the will to carry on.

In 1851 Olive Oatman was a 
thirteen-year-old pioneer trav-
eling west toward Zion with 
her Mormon family. Within a 
decade, she was a white Indian 
with a chin tattoo, caught 
between cultures.

In the late nineteenth 
and early twentieth 
centuries, American 
Indians in the United 
States and Aboriginal 
people in Australia 
suffered a common ex-
perience at the hands 
of state authorities:

Often they deemed white women the most appro-
priate agents to carry out child-removal policies. 
Inspired by the maternalist movements of the era, 
many white women were eager to serve as surrogate 
mothers to indigenous children and maneuvered 
to influence public policy affecting indigenous 
people. Although some white women developed 
caring relationships with indigenous children and 
others became critical of government policies, many 
became ensnared in this insidious colonial policy.

Considered by critics to 
be an accurate portray-
al of frontline medical 
conditions, A Surgeon 
in Khaki is New Zea-
land surgeon Arthur 
Anderson Martin’s

Martin joined the Royal Army Medical Corps. 
Under Field Marshal Sir John French, he served at 
Le Havre, Harfleur, and at the battle of the Marne.

Bassée, and finally to Flanders. During his entire 
service, he advocated immediate specialist surgery 
for the direst wounds, even under fire. 
  In this engaging narrative, the reader experiences 
the daily life of war through the eyes of the medical 
officers who tried valiantly to help the wounded 
and ill on the front lines of World War I. Martin 
provides colorful descriptions of the soldiers and of-
ficers, harrowing details of the battles, and riveting 
accounts of the difficulty of treating men in a war 
zone. A better firsthand account of medicine during 
World War I is not to be found. 
  Arthur Anderson Martin (1876–1916) served in 
France and Belgium during World War I. Wounded 
at Flers during the Somme battle on September 
17, 1916, Martin died in the base hospital that same 
night. Glyn Harper (Lt. Col., retired) is a professor 
of war studies at Massey University in New Zealand 
and was the commanding officer of the Military 
Studies Institute from 1996 to 2000.

John James Audubon, an 
early American naturalist 
and painter, produced one of 
the greatest works of natural 
history and art of the nine-
teenth century, The Birds of 
America.

  The first accurate tran-
scription of Audubon’s 1826

Bewilderments of Fiction
jordan stump

Jordan Stump had 
often contemplated the 
relationship between 
a translation and “the 
book itself,” ruminat-
ing on the intriguing 
inherent sameness and 
difference between 
the two. In The Other 
Book, Stump examines 
the “other” forms of a 
book and the ways in 
which they both mirror 

and depart from the original. Grounding his witty 
and original study in an exploration of four forms 
of Raymond Queneau’s Le chiendent—a copy, the 
manuscript, a translation, and a critical edition—
Stump poses questions designed to help readers 
reconsider the nature of fiction and reading.  
  Each form of Le chiendent both is and is not what 
we mean when we say Le chiendent, yet the friction 
between their ways of being and that of “the book 
itself ” proves unexpectedly productive, raising 
troublesome questions about the nature of textuality, 
reading, language, and knowledge. It also positions 
us to assess several answers proposed in response to 
such questions and to wonder about their useful-
ness. And as we consider those questions, we will 
have Queneau’s novel beside us, further confound-
ing our attempts to answer—for our inability to 
answer those questions is precisely the point of The 
Other Book, as it is of Le chiendent.

In the Western world 
the period from the

Wins, Losses, and Empty Seats
How Baseball Outlasted the Great Depression
david george surdam

Organized baseball 
has survived its share 
of difficult times, and 
never was the state 
of the game more 
imperiled than during 
the Great Depression. 
Or was it? Remarkably, 
during the economic 
upheavals of the 
Depression none of the 
sixteen Major League 
Baseball teams folded 

or moved. In this economist’s look at the sport as 
a business between 1929 and 1941, David George 
Surdam argues that although it was a very tough 
decade for baseball, the downturn didn’t hap-
pen immediately. The 1930 season, after the stock 
market crash, had record attendance. But by 1931 
attendance began to fall rapidly, plummeting 40 
percent by 1933.
  To adjust, teams reduced expenses by cutting 
coaches and hiring player-managers. While even 
the best players, such as Babe Ruth, were forced to 
take pay cuts, most players continued to earn the 
same pay in terms of purchasing power. Baseball 
remained a great way to make a living. Revenue 
sharing helped the teams in small markets but not 
necessarily at the expense of big-city teams. Off the 
field, owners devised innovative solutions to keep 
the game afloat, including the development of the 
Minor League farm system, night baseball, and the 
first radio broadcasts to diversify teams’ income 
sources. 
  Using research from primary documents, Sur-
dam analyzes how the economic structure and 
operations side of Major League Baseball during the 
Depression took a beating but managed to endure, 
albeit changed by the societal forces of its time.
  David George Surdam is an associate professor 
of economics at the University of Northern Iowa.

The notion of a 
Pax Britannica—a 
concept implying that 
Britain’s overwhelm-
ing strength enforced 
global peace in the era 
that began with Napo-
leon’s defeat in 1815—
largely ended with 
the British Empire 
itself. Although most 
historians still view 
this period as a de-

parture from the eighteenth century, when lengthy 
coalition wars were commonplace, critics argue that 
Britain had only limited means of exercising power 
in the nineteenth century and that British military 
or naval strength played an insignificant role in 
preserving peace. 
  In Deterrence through Strength, Rebecca Berens 
Matzke reveals how Britain’s diplomatic and naval 
authority in the early Victorian period was not cir-
cumstantial but rather based on real economic and 
naval strength as well as resolute political leader-
ship. The Royal Navy’s main role in the nineteenth 
century was to be a deterrent force, a role it skill-
fully played. With its intimidating fleet, enhanced 
by steam technology, its great reserves and ship-
building capacity, and its secure financial, economic, 
and political supports, British naval power posed a 
genuine threat. In examining three diplomatic 
crises—in North America, China, and the Medi-
terranean—Matzke demonstrates that Britain 
did indeed influence other nations with its navy’s 
offensive capabilities, but always with the goal of 
preserving peace, stability, and British diplomatic 
freedom.

On the eve of the Civil 
War, the Regular Army

What does it mean to 
be a traditional Koryak 
in the modern world? 
How do indigenous 
Siberians express a 
culture that entails 
distinctive customs and 
traditions? For decades 
these people, who live 
on the Kamchatka Pen-
insula in northeastern

tory Soviet/Russian colonial policies that celebrate 
cultural and ethnic difference across Russia yet seek 
to erase those differences.

  In Living with Koryak Traditions, Alexander

model of Koryak culture, Koryaks themselves are 
engaged in deep debates and conversations about 
what “culture” and “tradition” mean and how they 
are represented for native peoples, both locally and 
globally. To most Koryaks, tradition does not func-
tion simply as an identity marker but also helps to 
maintain moral communities and support vulner-
able youth in dire times. Debunking an immutable 
view of tradition and culture, King presents a dy-
namic one that validates contemporary indigenous 
peoples’ lived experience.

Abstract expressionism is a historical narrative within which 
the bold and dynamic work of such artists as Jackson Pollock, 
Willem de Kooning, Franz Kline, Barnett Newman, and Mark 
Rothko acquire meaning and significance. The narrative was 
crafted in the 1940s and 1950s by bold and dynamic critics such 
as Clement Greenberg, Harold Rosenberg, and Meyer Schap-
iro, who used the new art to deepen their work and strengthen 
their roles as cultural critics at a moment when the stakes for 
national art and culture on an international stage were unusu-
ally high.   
  The essays in An Excavation of Tenth Street explore this 
complex relationship between art and criticism by focusing 
attention on the intentions of the critics themselves, particu-
larly Greenberg and Rosenberg. These essays suggest that the 
failure of art historians to recognize their own intentions have 
distorted the relationship between art and criticism. It is only 
by engaging the art criticism, disentangling its often-divided 
loyalties, and understanding its complex relationship to the art 
it purports to interpret that the integrity and primacy of the art 
itself can be “excavated,” revealing it to transcend the fascinat-
ing and compelling discourse it generates.  
  Daniel A. Siedell teaches art history at the University of Ne-
braska–Omaha. His books include Weldon Kees and the Arts at 
Midcentury (Nebraska 2007), Martínez Celaya: Early Work, and 
God in the Gallery: A Christian Embrace of Modern Art.
