Victor M. Rios

Victor M. Rios grew up in the ghetto of Oakland, California,
in the 1980s and 90s. A former gang member and juvenile de-
linquent, Rios managed to escape the bleak outcome of many
of his friends and earned a PhD at Berkeley and returned to
his hometown to study how inner city young Latino and Af-
rican American boys develop their sense of self in the midst
of crime and intense policing. Punished examines the difficult
lives of these young men, who now face punitive policies in
their schools, communities, and a world where they are con-
stantly policed and stigmatized.

Rios followed a group of forty delinquent Black and Latino
boys for three years. These boys found themselves in a vi-
cious cycle, caught in a spiral of punishment and incarcera-
tion as they were harassed, profiled, watched, and disciplined
at young ages, even before they had committed any crimes,
eventually leading many of them to fulfill the destiny expected
of them. But beyond a fatalistic account of these marginal-
ized young men, Rios finds that the very system that criminal-
izes them and limits their opportunities, also sparks resistance
and a raised consciousness that motivates some to transform
their lives and become productive citizens. Ultimately, he ar-
gues that by understanding the lives of the young men who are
criminalized and pipelined through the criminal justice sys-
tem, we can begin to develop empathic solutions which sup-
port these young men in their development and to eliminate
the culture of punishment that has become an overbearing
part of their everyday lives.

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Despite the growing presence of intercultural couples in the
United States and worldwide, their stories often go untold.
In Intercultural Couples, Jill M. Bystydzienski provides a rare
and comprehensive understanding of the multidimensional
experiences of intercultural couples, drawing mainly upon
in-depth interviews with persons living in domestic part-
nerships—heterosexual and same-sex—representing a broad
spectrum of ethnic, racial, religious, socioeconomic, and
national backgrounds. In these relationships, each partner
brings a different set of cultural experiences that may include
gender expectations, ideas about appropriate relations with
family members, childrearing, financial matters, and general
lifestyle. Sometimes differences may be unrecognized or seen
as minimal, yet some can become salient, forming the basis
for conflict, enriching diversity, or both.

Bystydzienski’s findings show that, despite hurtful incidents

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There is an elaborate and often invisible carnival that emerges
alongside presidential campaigns as innumerable activist
groups attempt to press their issues into mainstream political
discourse. Sarah Sobieraj’s fascinating ethnographic portrait
of fifty diverse organizations over the course of two campaign
cycles reveals that while most activist groups equate politi-
cal success with media success and channel their energies
accordingly, their efforts fail to generate news coverage and
come with deleterious consequences. Sobieraj shows that
activists’ impact on public political debates is minimal, and
carefully unravels the ways in which their all-consuming me-
dia work and unrelenting public relations approach under-
mine their ability to communicate with pedestrians, comes
at the expense of other political activities, and perhaps most
perniciously, damages the groups themselves.

Weaving together fieldwork, news analysis, and in-depth in-
terviews with activists and journalists, Soundbitten illuminates
the relationship between news and activist organizations. This

Too often, the criminal justice system silences victims, which
leaves them frustrated, angry, and with many unanswered
questions. Despite their rage and pain, many victims want
the opportunity to confront their offenders and find resolu-
tion. After the Crime explores a victim-offender dialogue
program that offers victims of severe violence an opportunity
to meet face-to-face with their incarcerated offenders. Using
rich in-depth interview data, the book follows the harrowing
stories of crimes of stranger rape, domestic violence, marital
rape, incest, child sexual abuse, murder, and drunk driving,
ultimately moving beyond story-telling to provide an acces-
sible scholarly analysis of restorative justice.

Susan Miller argues that the program has significantly helped
the victims who chose to face their offenders in very concrete,
transformative ways.

After the
Crime explores their transformative experiences with restora-
tive justice, vividly illustrating how one program has worked
in conjunction with the criminal justice system in order to
strengthen victim empowerment.

From Megans Law to Jessica’s Law, almost every state in the
nation has passed some law to punish sex offenders. This pop-
ular tough-on-crime legislation is often written after highly-
publicized cases have made the gruesome rounds through
the media, and usually features harsh sentences, lifetime GPS
monitoring, a dramatic expansion of the civil commitment
procedures, and severe restrictions on where released sex
offenders may live. In Sex Fiends, Perverts, and Pedophiles,
Chrysanthi Leon argues that, while the singular notion of
the sexual boogeyman has been used to justify these harsh
policies, not all sex offenders are the same and such one-size
-fits-all policies can unfairly punish other offenders of lesser
crimes, needlessly targeting, and sometimes ostracizing, citi-
zens from their own communities.

While many recognize that prison is not the right tool for
every crime problem, Leon compellingly argues that the
U.S. maintains a one-size-fits-all approach to sexual offend-
ing which is undermining public safety. Leon explains how
we've reached this point—with a large incarcerated sex of-
fender population, many of whom will be released in the
coming years with multiple barriers to their success in the
community, and without much expertise to guide them or to
guide those who are charged to help them. Leon argues that
we cannot blame the public, nor even the politicians, except
indirectly. Instead, we might blame the institutions we charge
with making placement decisions and with the experts—both
those who have chosen to work in the field and those who
have caused its marginalization. Ultimately, Leon shows that
when policies intended for the worst offenders take over, all
of us suffer.

role that colonization—supporting the emigration of free and
emancipated blacks to Africa—played in national and inter-
national antislavery movements. Beverly C. TomeK’s meticu-
lous exploration of the archives of the American Colonization
Society, Pennsylvanias abolitionist societies, and coloniza-
tionist leaders (both black and white) enables her to boldly
and innovatively demonstrate that, in Philadelphia at least,
the American Colonization Society often worked closely with
other antislavery groups to further the goals of the abolition-
ist movement.

In Colonization and Its Discontents, Tomek brings a much-
needed examination of the complexity of the colonization
movement by describing in depth the difference between
those who supported colonization for political and social
reasons and those who supported it for religious and hu-
manitarian reasons. Finally, she puts the black perspective on
emigration into the broader picture instead of treating black
nationalism as an isolated phenomenon and examines its role
in influencing the black abolitionist agenda.

Following the terrorist attacks of 9/11, the United States im-
prisoned more than seven hundred and fifty men at its naval
base at Guantdnamo Bay, Cuba.

Through the Refugee Act of 1980, the United States offers
the prospect of safety to people who flee to America to es-
cape rape, torture, and even death in their native countries.
In order to be granted asylum, however, an applicant must
prove to an asylum officer or immigration judge that she has
a well-founded fear of persecution in her homeland. In this
ground-breaking and shocking study, Jaya Ramji-Nogales,
Andrew I. Schoenholtz, and Philip G. Schrag learned that
life-or-death asylum decisions are too frequently influenced
by random factors relating to the decision makers.

Firmly in place by the time the diet industry
began to flourish in the 1920s, the development of fat stigma
was related not only to cultural anxieties that emerged during
the modern period related to consumer excess, but, even more
profoundly, to prevailing ideas about race, civilization and
evolution. For 19th and early 20th century thinkers, fatness
was a key marker of inferiority, of an uncivilized, barbaric, and
primitive body. This idea—that fatness is a sign of a primitive
person—endures today, fueling both our $60 billion “war on
fat” and our cultural distress over the “obesity epidemic”

Farrell draws on a wide array of sources, including political car-
toons, popular literature, postcards, advertisements, and physi-
cians’ manuals, to explore the link between our historic denigra-
tion of fatness and our contemporary concern over obesity. Her
work sheds particular light on feminisms’ fraught relationship
to fatness. From the white suffragists of the early 20th century
to contemporary public figures like Oprah Winfrey, Monica
Lewinsky, and even the Obama family, Farrell explores the ways
that those who seek to shed stigmatized identities—whether of
gender, race, ethnicity or class—often take part in weight reduc-
tion schemes and fat mockery in order to validate themselves as
“civilized” In sharp contrast to these narratives of fat shame are
the ideas of contemporary fat activists, whose articulation of a
new vision of the body Farrell explores in depth. This book is
significant for anyone concerned about the contemporary “war
on fat” and the ways that notions of the “civilized body” con-
tinue to legitimate discrimination and cultural oppression.

In the late nineteenth century, American teachers descended
on the Philippines, which had been newly purchased by the
U.S. at the end of the Spanish-American War. Motivated by
President McKinley’s project of “benevolent assimilation,”
they established a school system that centered on English
language and American literature to advance the superiority
of the Anglo-Saxon tradition, which was held up as justifica-
tion for the U.S’s civilizing mission and offered as a promise
of moral uplift and political advancement. Meanwhile, on
American soil, the field of American literature was just be-
ing developed and fundamentally, though invisibly, defined
by this new, extraterritorial expansion.

Drawing on historical records, governmental documents
from the War Department and the Bureau of Insular Af-
fairs, curriculum guides, memoirs of American teachers in
the Philippines, and 19th century literature, Meg Wesling
not only links empire with education, but also demonstrates
that the rearticulation of American literary studies through
the imperial occupation in the Philippines served to actually
define and strengthen the field.

Anger and bitterness tend to pervade narratives written by
second generation Asian American daughters, despite their
largely unremarkable upbringings. In Ingratitude, erin Khué
Ninh explores this apparent paradox, locating in the origins
of these women’s maddeningly immaterial suffering not only
racial hegemonies but also the structure of the immigrant
family itself.

In the early 1990s, a grassroots coalition of churches in Balti-
more, Maryland, helped launch what would become a nation-
al movement. Joining forces with labor and low-wage worker
organizations, they passed the first municipal living wage
ordinance. Since then, over 144 municipalities and counties
as well as numerous universities and local businesses in the
United States have enacted such ordinances.

Although religious persons and organizations have been im-
portant both in the origins of the living wage movement and
in its continuing success, they are often ignored or under ana-
lyzed. Drawing on participant observation in multiple cities,
All You That Labor analyzes and evaluates the contributions
of religious activists to the movement.

As the world grapples with issues of religious fanaticism, ex-
tremist politics, and rampant violence that seek justification in
either “religious” or “secular” discourses, women who claim
Islam as a vehicle for individual and social change are often
regarded as either pious subjects who subscribe to an ideology
that denies them many modern freedoms, or as feminist sub-
jects who seek empowerment only through rejecting religion
and adopting secularist discourses. Such assumptions emerge
from a common trend to categorize the “secular” and the “re-
ligious” as polarizing categories, which in turn mitigates the
identities, experiences, and actions of women in Islamic so-
cieties.

In its steady march across the United States, methampheta-
mine has become, to quote former Attorney General Alberto
Gonzales, “the most dangerous drug in America” As a result,
there has been a concerted effort at the local level to root out
the methamphetamine problem by identifying the people at
its source—those known or suspected to be involved with the
drug. Government-sponsored anti-methamphetamine legisla-
tion has enhanced these local efforts, formally and informally
encouraging rural residents to identify meth offenders in their
communities.

Policing Methamphetamine shows what happens in everyday
life—and to everyday life—when methamphetamine becomes
an object of collective concern. Drawing on interviews with
users, police officers, judges, and parents and friends of ad-
dicts in one West Virginia town, William Garriott finds that
this overriding effort to confront the problem changed the
character of the community as well as the role of law in cre-
ating and maintaining social order. Ultimately, this work ad-
dresses the impact of methamphetamine and, more generally,
the war on drugs, on everyday life in the United States.

Overwhelmingly, Black teenage girls are negatively represent-
ed in national and global popular discourses, either as being
“at risk” for teenage pregnancy, obesity, or sexually transmit-
ted diseases, or as helpless victims of inner city poverty and
violence. Such popular representations are pervasive and of-
ten portray Black adolescents’ consumer and leisure culture
as corruptive, uncivilized, and pathological.

In She’s Mad Real, Oneka LaBennett draws on over a decade
of research with teenage West Indian girls in the Flatbush and
Crown Heights sections of Brooklyn, New York to argue that
Black youth are in fact strategic consumers of popular culture
and through this consumption they assert far more agency in
defining race, ethnicity, and gender than academic and popu-
lar discourses tend to acknowledge. Importantly, LaBennett
also studies West Indian girls’ consumer and leisure culture
within public spaces in order to analyze how teens like China
are marginalized and policed as they attempt to carve out
places for themselves within New York’s contested terrains.

During the tech boom, Silicon Valley became one of the most
concentrated zones of wealth polarization and social inequal-
ity in the United States—a place with a fast-disappearing
middle class, persistent pockets of poverty, and striking gaps
in educational and occupational achievement along class and
racial lines. Low-wage workers and their families experienced
a profound sense of exclusion from the techno-entrepreneur-
ial culture, while middle class residents, witnessing up close
the seemingly overnight success of a “new entrepreneurial”
class, negotiated both new and seemingly unattainable stand-
ards of personal success and the erosion of their own eco-
nomic security.

The Burdens of Aspiration explores the imprint of the region’s
success-driven public culture, the realities of increasing so-
cial and economic insecurity, and models of success empha-
sized in contemporary public schools for the region’s work-
ing and middle class youth. Focused on two disparate groups
of students—low-income, “at-risk” Latino youth attending a
specialized program exposing them to the high tech indus-
try within an “under-performing” public high school, and
middle-income white and Asian students attending a “high-
performing” public school with informal connections to the
tech elite—Elsa Davidson offers an in-depth look at the proc-
ess of forming aspirations across lines of race and class. By
analyzing the successes and sometimes unanticipated effects
of the schools’ attempts to shape the aspirations and values of
their students, she provides keen insights into the role school-
ing plays in social reproduction, and how dynamics of race
and class inform ideas about responsible citizenship that are
instilled in America’s youth.
